Ffrom the neighborhood by Scott Sarra, 2006-07 LHHA Board Member

As I walk around our beautiful Liberty Hill neighborhood, I realize
how lucky we are to have such a tight-knit community filled with so
many caring and watchful neighbors. But, as safe and warm and cozy as
our little enclave may appear, we must remember that we live in a major
metropolis where not everyone embraces the contentment of our sprawl-
ing suburban lifestyle.

Recently, there was a reported burglary in Liberty Hill. I thought it
would be worthwhile to remind people how they might protect their
homes and families. Of course, I don’t want to put the fear of God into
anyone, or suggest we build ten-foot brick walls around our homes. But I
do want us to be aware. The more we look out for one another, the more
comfortable our neighborhood will be to live in.

By far, the most common threat to our homes is burglary. According
to the ¥BI, a burglary occurs somewhere in the United States every 15.4
seconds. By definition, burglary is a non-confrontational property crime
that occurs when no one is at home. However, becoming a burglary vie-
tim can leave a family feeling vulnerable and violated.

The majority of home and apartment burglaries occur during the day
time, when people are away at work or school. The summer months of
July and August tend to have the most burglaries, February the fewest.
Burglaries are most often committed by young men, under 25 years of
age, who are looking for small, expensive items that can easily be con-
verted to cash. Favorite items include cash, jewelry, guns, watches, lap-
top computers, VCRs, video piayers, CDs, and smali electronic devices.

While home burglaries may seem random, they actually involve a
simple selection process. Burglars will choose an unoccupied home that
offers the easiest access, greatest amount of cover, and the best

escape routes. While 70% of burglaries involve some force to enter a

Officials at the Colorado Depart-
ment of Public Health and Environ-
ment have asked Denver metropoli-
tan area residents to report dead
squirrels, prairie dogs, other rodents
and rabbits by calling the CO-HELP
hotline at 1-877-462-2911.

The request comes after state
laboratory results confirmed plague
in a dead squirrel found near City
Park. While Department officials
assure that the risk to humans is ex-
tremely low, they advise people not
to directly handle any dead rodents
and to keep their pets away from
them.

dwelling, thieves would prefer to gain easy access through an open
door or window. Here are a few tips to help prevent intruders:
e Get to know your adjacent neighbors, and establish trust.

o Display highly visible alarm, “beware of dog”, or block watch
decals, particularly near ground accessible windows.

» Use a quality, heavy-duty, deadbolt lock with a one-inch throw
bolt, as well as a knob-in-lock set with a dead-latch mechanism.

o Use a heavy-duty, four-screw, strike plate with 3-inch screws that
penetrate into a wooden door frame.

« Install a wide-angle, 160° peephole, mounted no higher than 58
inches.

« Use anti-lift devices such as through-the-door pins or upper track
screws, as well as a secondary blocking device on sliding doors.

+ Keep the latch mechanism and sliding door rollers in good condi-
tion and properly adjusted.

» Secure all accessible windows with secondary blocking devices
Block accessible windows open no more than 6 inches for venti-
lation. Use anti-lift devices to keep window from being removed.

+  Check to make certain that no one can reach through an open
window and unlock the door, or remove the blocking device.

Alarm systems can be effective deterrents with visible signage.
Nonetheless, they need to be properly installed, programmed, and
- maintained, with an audible horn or bell. Remember to keep your
atarm response call list up-to-date, and instruct your neighbors on
how to respond to an alarm bell.

The most important thing you can do is to maintain good relation-
ships with your neighbors. Help each other with small tasks 1o im-
prove territoriality. Agree to watch out for one another's homes.
‘When someone is out of town, offer to pick up their newspapers and
flyers. You might even park a car in their driveway, so their house
appears occupied.

We can all help each other stay safe and secure, and get to know
one another better in the process. And face it, the best part of living
in this charming little locale is getting to know our neighbors and
making them into our friends.

The Liberty Hill Annual Dumpster Day will take place on Saturday,
June 23 from 8:00 am to 12:00 pm. Households that have paid their
annual dues may drop off one load of refuse. Please be courteous and
limit your loads to no larger than what might fit into the back of a
standard pickup truck, Last year, some neighbors tested the limits of
what might be considered a reasonable load, and almost wore our
poor volunteers to sawdust. The limits will be more strictly enforced
this year, and additional loads will be subject to a $5 per-load fee. If
you haven’t yet paid your dues, you may do so at the dump site.
