Y ears ago a wise person said that true principles do not carry over from
one generation to another just because they're true; they carry over
because concerned, conscientious people (parents, teachers, and |eaders)
teach those principles to the rising generations. In other words, good
things don’t generally just happen. People make them happen. The same
thing is true of nations, governments, families, and even subdivisions.

Following are some
suggestions that will help us accomplish that objective:

1. Cut your grass on aregular basis and give it sufficient water to keep
it green.

4. Repair fences that are broken, leaning over, or have fallen down.

5. Trim bushes that have grown onto the sidewalk. They're not only a
nuisance and unsightly, but in some cases, they’re a safety hazard.

6. Storeold, run-down, or unsightly vehicles in your garage or behind a
privacy fence. Don’'t park them on the street, and especialy not in
front of your neighbor’s home. | assure you, they don’t want to ook
at them.

7. Storetrailers, toppers, boats, and equipment in your garage or behind
aprivacy fence, not on the street or by the side of your house.

8. Paint and maintain your home, including your mailbox.

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Centennial Construction Updates

County Line Road—One lane in each direction of County Line
Road is open between S. Colorado Blvd. and S. University Blvd.
County Line is still a construction zone, and the speed limit of 35
MPH will be strictly enforced, with fines doubled.

The full reconstruction project will be completed in about one year.
County Line will be widened to a four-lane divided roadway with
the addition of sidewalks, improved drainage, sound walls, and fill-
ing of the dip that isjust west of S. Colorado Blvd. This project aso
includes reconstruction of the County Line and University intersec-
tion, adding dual left turn lanes on al entrances to the intersection.
Thetotal project cost is $14 million.

The Streets at Southglenn—As evidenced by mounds of dirt, con-
struction isin full swing at The Streets at Southglenn site. Macy’s,
Best Buy, Dick’s Sporting Goods, and Staples are scheduled to open
this fall. The rest of the project, including office space and resi-
dences, will open in the spring of 20009.
