A number of years ago when | was doing management development
training for a Fortune 500 company, | learned something very interest-
ing: one of the most difficult tasks for managersisto tell their employees
that some of their behaviors are unacceptable. It’'s so unpleasant for most
managers, they avoid it like the “plague.” And even when they’'re sup-
posed to address these issues (during the annua performance appraisal),
many of them still refuse to do so. They give their employees higher
ratings than they deserve because that’s easier than addressing the issues.

The reason | share this with you is because peopl€’s reluctance to ad-
dress others' unacceptable behavior does not just apply to managers. It
applies to everyone, including residents of subdivisions. Having to tell a
person that he or she is doing something unacceptable to others in the
subdivision is so unpleasant, most people won't do it. All they do is
harbor bad feelings toward the person.

Last month 1 listed nine things that some residents of Liberty Hill are
doing that are upsetting their neighbors. If you're doing any of these
things and none of your neighbors have brought it to your attention,
don’'t assume they think it's okay. They’re just not saying anything about
it because confrontation is unpleasant.

Last week, my wife and | drove through Liberty Hill (all three filings)
and found approximately fifteen homes that are either in violation of
LHHA'’s covenants or Centennial’ s enforcement code. Fifteen out of 400
is not too bad but it's still fifteen more than we want. | challenge every
resident of Liberty Hill to do whatever you have to do to get your homes
and properties in tip-top shape. Let's make Liberty Hill the high-class
neighborhood we al want it to be.

On June 10, Centennial citizens
voted to approve the Home Rule
Charter by a large margin. The unof-
ficia €eection numbers are 13,441
“Yes’ votes versus 6,436 “N0o” votes.
Thirty-seven percent of voters cast
mail ballotsin the election.

Centennial was incorporated in 2001
as a statutory city, governed by state
laws. Home Rule makes it possible
for local governments to have control
over local matters of local concern.
Centennid joins all other large Colo-
rado cities with Home Rule Charters.
The approved charter will serve as a
“constitution” for the City.

“Having an overwhelming turnout
for this vote shows the importance of
this issue to the citizens of Centen-
nial. Being Home Rule makes Cen-
tennial the intentional city we have
aways wanted. This alows our
citizens to be in control of their
destiny,” says Centennia Mayor
Randy Pye.

The network has
grown to over 4,500 groups and 5.3 million members across the
globe, including the Centennial and Lone Tree Freecycle group,
which has over 1,200 members.

Each local group is moderated by a volunteer, and membership is
free. Everything that is posted must be free, legal, and appropriate
for all ages. Simply post the items you want to get rid of, receive
responses from other members, and arrange for pickup of the goods.

By giving freely with no strings attached, Freecycle members help
ingtill a sense of generosity of spirit as they strengthen local com-
munity ties and promote environmental sustainability and reuse.
People from all walks of life have joined together to turn trash into
treasure.
