Hi Neighbors,

Max Weber, a renowned sociologist and economist, was born in Ger-
many in 1864. His writings helped establish the foundation of modern
sociology. He considered bureaucracy to be the most important feature
of modern society; specifically, bureaucracy that was based on speciali-
zation of duties, action according to rules, and a stable order of authority.

One of his papers was entitled the “Ten Characteristics of an Ideally
Bureaucratized Organization.” Characteristic #5 says, “A formally estab-
lished system of general but definite rules and regulations governs the
actions and functions of positions in the organization.”

Weber knew that organizations, regardless of size, needed rules and
regulations to govern the actions of their members. It would be wonder-
ful to live in a society where lists of rules were not necessary because
everyone practiced the “ Golden Rule,” but we' re not there yet, so organi-
zations need to define specific rules for their members to follow. Man-
kind has learned from experience that when organizations do not estab-
lish rules for their members, certain members will operate by their own
rules, many of which will be unacceptable to the other members.

9. Use the manufacturer’s recom-
mended fuel octane. For most
cars, higher octane fuel provides
no additional benefit.

10. Combine errands.
