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West Nile Virus in 
Arapahoe County 
Tri-County Health Department has 
confirmed that a woman in Eastern 
Arapahoe County has tested positive 
for West Nile virus. This is the first 
confirmed case in Arapahoe County 
in 2008. The 40-year-old woman was 
diagnosed with viral meningitis, 
which is swelling of the lining of the 
brain and/or spinal cord. She was 
most likely exposed at home and is 
currently hospitalized. 

“The vast majority of people who get 
West Nile virus are bitten by infected 
mosquitoes around their own home, 
not while on an outdoor adventure,” 
states Richard L. Vogt, MD, Execu-
tive Director of Tri-County Health 
Department. “This most recent case is 
a good reminder for everyone to avoid 
all mosquito bites as much as possible. 
Therefore, it is crucial that people 
reduce mosquito breeding areas 
around their home, and also use insect 
repellent and protective clothing to 
prevent mosquito bites every time 
they are outdoors, whether in the 
backwoods or in their own back yard.”  

Mosquito breeding is not limited to 
ponds and streams, so eliminating 
even small amounts of standing 
water around the house weekly is a 
good prevention measure. Common 
household items that can hold 
enough water for mosquitoes to

Hi Neighbors,�

In 2003 when I was serving as President of LHHA for the first time, I 
presented the following story in one of my monthly articles: “Two men 
were on a lake, fishing in a small boat. After they had cast in their lines, 
they sat back and waited for the fish to bite. For some strange reason, 
one of the men started to drill a hole in the bottom of the boat directly 
below where he was sitting. His companion asked him what he was 
doing. His response was, ‘Why do you always worry about what I’m 
doing? You do what you want to do in your half of the boat and I’ ll do 
what I want to do in mine.’ ”     

Obviously, the strange behavior of the one man was going to have an 
adverse effect on the other. The same principle is true in subdivisions.  
Every homeowner’s actions will have an impact (positive or negative) on 
his or her neighbors. This is especially true if the actions of the home-
owner are not in harmony with the covenants established by the subdivi-
sion’s developers.  

Statistics indicate that a house is the most valuable asset most people 
will ever own. That being the case, why would anyone do anything to 
decrease the value of their house? If you had $300,000 you could invest 
in high quality, government-secured CD’s that paid 7% interest, would 
you instead invest that money in CD’s that paid only 3% interest? That 
makes no sense. The bottom line is, when we allow our homes and/or 
properties to look unkempt, they will almost certainly decrease in value.  

Once again, I ask you to repair damaged fences and mailboxes; paint 
unsightly homes, storage sheds, doors, and shutters; trim grass; get rid of 
weeds; prune trees and bushes; store old cars and trailers in your garage 
or behind a six-foot privacy fence; and get rid of anything that is an 
eyesore to the subdivision. And please do not use the sides of your 
homes as places to store old furniture, equipment, and junk.  

If we maintain the beauty of our homes and properties, they will grow in 
value and Liberty Hill will be a neighborhood we want to live in.

breed include flowerpots and saucers; clogged rain gutters; wheel-
barrows; watering cans; tires and tire swings; sandbox toys; tin cans; 
and jars. Pet water bowls should be cleaned daily and birdbaths and 
wading pools should be hosed out weekly. 

Vogt urges that people should use simple, but effective, protective 
measures to prevent infection from mosquito bites. These recom-
mended mosquito precautions include the five D’s:  

·  DRAIN all standing water around the house to eliminate any 
mosquito-breeding sites.  

·  DRESS in long-sleeved shirts, long pants, shoes and socks.  

·  Use mosquito repellents that contain DEET while outdoors.  

·  Avoid outdoor activities at DUSK and DAWN when mos-
quitoes are most active.  

The West Nile virus is carried long distances by infected birds and then 
spread locally by mosquitoes that bite these birds. Infected mosquitoes 
can then bite and pass the virus to humans. House pets do not become 
ill if bitten and do not spread the illness, and there is no human-to-
human transmission by someone who already has the virus. 

Although most infections are mild and symptoms can include fever, 
headache, body aches, skin rashes and swollen lymph nodes, serious 
illness can occur. Symptoms usually appear 3 to 14 days after expo-
sure. All residents of areas where West Nile virus activity has been 
confirmed are at risk, but people over age 50 seem to be especially 
vulnerable to the most severe forms of disease. 

Signs of more severe illness may include headache, high fever, neck 
stiffness, stupor, disorientation, coma, tremors, muscle weakness or 
convulsions. Persons with these symptoms should seek medical 
attention immediately, because West Nile virus can also cause 
paralysis, encephalitis (inflammation of the brain) and/or meningitis 
(inflammation of the brain’s lining). In some cases, it can be fatal.
