Anyone who has driven on Arapahoe 
Road between Holly and Colorado 
has seen the construction activity in 
the middle of the road. The contrac-
tor, Scott Contracting, erected solid 
barriers on November 10 to allow 
crews to safely install a new storm 
sewer on Arapahoe.  

The storm sewer is only part of the 
overall project, which will also resur-
face Arapahoe with concrete pave-
ment, add new traffic signals, and 
add a new sidewalk. 

For those of us in the Dahlia Court 
cul-de-sacs, the closure of the left 
driving lanes and left-turn lanes has 
meant no left turns onto Arapahoe 
from Dahlia and creative routes to 
get back home. Thankfully, these 
lane closures are only scheduled for 
three weeks, before the crews move 
to another part of the project. The  
speed limit in the construction zone 
has been reduced to 30 mph.

In the 11/20/08 issue of the Rocky Mountain News is an article entitled 
“Frugality Becoming a Way of Life.” At the beginning of the article the 
author, Dan Sewell, says, “Frugality is making a comeback. Fearful that 
economic conditions could get worse and stay that way, Americans are 
showing an enthusiasm for thriftiness not seen in decades.

“We’ve just been shopping 
until we drop and consuming and buying it all, and replenishing before 
things wear out. People are learning again to say, ‘No, not today.’”  

In October 2007, Dallin Oaks, a former president of Brigham Young 
University and a former Justice of the Utah Supreme Court, gave a bril-
liant talk entitled “Good, Better, Best.” Here is what he said in the first 
two paragraphs of his talk:  

“Most of us have more things expected of us than we can possibly 
do. As breadwinners, as parents, as church workers, we face many 
choices on what we will do with our time and other resources.  

“We should begin by recognizing the reality that just because some-
thing is good is not a sufficient reason for doing it. The number of 
good things we can do far exceeds the time available to accomplish 
them. Some things are better than good, and these are the things that 
should command priority in our lives.”  

One of the realities of living in a free market economy is that just be-
cause things are going well today does not mean that things will be going 
well tomorrow. As a result, we should prepare for the worst and hope for 
the best. That’s one of the “best” things we can do with our time and 
other resources.  

We live in the greatest country in the world, but from time to time it will 
experience minor—and in some cases major—obstacles for which we 
must be adequately prepared. I wish all of you a very Merry Christmas 
and a Happy and Prosperous New Year.

Arapahoe County Election Results 
More than 80% of the 268,644 votes cast in Arapahoe County were 
cast through mail-in ballots and early voting, making the lines on 
Election Day very manageable. No major incidents were reported 
at Arapahoe County polling places.  

“The election went as planned,” said Clerk and Recorder Nancy A. 
Doty. “Everything went smoothly, turnout was light, but steady, 
and our election judges and teams of workers worked very hard 
throughout the day and night to ensure we finished counting ballots 
by Wednesday.” 

In the Presidential race, Arapahoe County voted for Barack Obama 
over John McCain by a margin of 56% to 43%, compared to the 
overall Colorado margin of 54% to 45% and the national margin of 
53% to 46% for Obama. Registered Democrats in Arapahoe 
County outnumbered registered Republicans this year for the first 
time.

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Arapahoe County Volunteer Opportunities 
Volunteer Victim Assistance Training Academy—The Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office Victim Volunteer 
Assistance Program provides 24-hour a day, 7-days a week, crisis response to crime victims and other individuals 
involved in traumatic events or persons in need. Volunteers are trained to provide crisis intervention and short-
term support. Additionally, the Program provides referral information and information on victim rights, victim 
compensation, and case status. 

The Training Academy for volunteer victim advocates will take place on Saturdays, beginning in January 2009 
through April 2009. The training program is approximately 50 hours, spread over 10 Saturdays. Following the 
initial training, volunteers participate in monthly training/meetings held the first Monday evening of each month. 
Advocates sign up for two days a month, for either a weekday night 12-hour shift or a weekend 24-hour shift. 

Applicants will undergo a background investigation, integrity interview, polygraph examination, and fingerprint 
clearance.
