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Arapahoe Road Work 
Begins New Phase

The next phase of the Arapahoe Road 
reconstruction project between Colo-
rado and Holly has begun. Com-
pleted milestones include installation 
of a new storm sewer from Clermont 
Street to Fairfax Way, construction 
of retaining walls between Colorado 
and Clermont, and utility relocations.  

In this new phase, workers will 
remove the existing roadway surface 
on the south side of Arapahoe Road 
and replace it with a concrete sur-
face. In addition, the side street and 
business access on the south side of 
Arapahoe will be reconstructed. 
Sidewalks and fencing at various 
locations will also be constructed. 
The fences belonging to LHHA will 
not be replaced as part of this project.  

Traffic will continue to be restricted 
to one lane in each direction. Please 
use caution when driving through the 
work zone, where the speed limit is 
30 mph. Alternate routes are sug-
gested, especially during rush hours.

VOICE From the Neighborhood

Hi Neighbors,  

In the January newsletter, I discussed the Roles and Responsibilities 
guide as a tool for identifying the activities in your life that have 80% of 
the value. This month I would like to expand on that concept and ask you 
to consider your Role as a Liberty Hill homeowner.  

To be a responsible homeowner, you need to be in compliance with the 
covenants and regulations established by the Liberty Hill Homeowners 
Association (LHHA), the City of Centennial, and Arapahoe County. 
Following are two of the regulations that generate most of the complaints 
I receive from LHHA homeowners:  

1. Vehicles to be parked for more than three days or stored for indefi-
nite periods of time will be concealed within an enclosed garage or in 
the rear of the residence which is concealed from view by a privacy 
fence surrounding the rear yard area. For purposes of this section, a 
vehicle is defined as an automobile, truck, tractor, camper, boat, 
motorcycle, or any other motorized vehicle.  

2. In order for a home occupation to be in compliance with Section 1- 
3802 of the Land Development Code of the City of Centennial, it 
must be considered compatible with the neighborhood in which it is 
located and meet the following criteria: (a) The home occupation 
must be conducted entirely within the principal dwelling structure, 
(b) There shall be no outdoor storage of goods and materials associ-
ated with the home occupation, and (c) Only materials, goods and 
services normally associated with a dwelling unit shall be considered 
eligible for home occupation.  

If you are in violation of either of these regulations, please do whatever 
you have to do to come into compliance as soon as possible. You have a 
responsibility to yourself, your community, and your neighbors to oper-
ate within the parameters established by the City, County, and HOA in 
which you live. And whatever you do, don’t develop a defensive attitude 
and say, “Nobody’s going to tell me what to do,” or “I’ll do as I darn 
well please.” All that does is set you apart as a person who is insensitive, 
self-centered, and unwilling to be a team player. As an aside, if you 
manifest that same attitude in the workplace, I can almost guarantee it 
will become a roadblock to your success.  

One more request: When you’re walking through the neighborhood, take

inform residents of news concerning homeown-
ership in the Liberty Hill Area and to provide a
