Here are additional items to consider: 

Other Homeowner Package Cover-
ages are a percentage of the home’s 
value and vary by company: 

· 10% for Separate Structures 
(Fences & Sheds) 

· 70-75% for Personal Property 

· 10% for Law and Code upgrades 

· 120-150% for reconstruction 

· 20% to Actual for Loss of Use 

Liability and Medical Coverage is 
chosen based on what you stand to 
lose if sued. Amounts of liability 
range from $100,000 to $500,000. 
Umbrellas are available for those 
who need more protection. 

Target Items such as jewelry, weap-
ons, silverware, collections, fine art,

and money have basic limits, ranging from $200–$500 for cash to $5,000–$10,000 for jewelry. If your items 
are worth more than the basic limits, consider a “floater” to cover them specifically. 

Deductibles can really make a difference, but not all the time! Generally, the larger the deductible, the lower 
the premium, but this assumes you always have the deductible amount in the bank. A good way to decide on 
your deductible is to compare the deductible amount with the premium savings it generates and see how many 
coverage cycles it will take to make up the increase in deductible with the premium savings. 

Watch for “Inflation Fighter” increases in your coverage. These automatically increase your coverage to 
keep up with inflation. Normally, that’s great. But in this economic climate, those increases are not needed. If 
your monthly payment went up, this could be the reason. Contact your agent and discuss having the coverage 
returned to last year’s amount.

Arapahoe County Clerk Urges Voters to Return Their Ballots 
Arapahoe County voters have until 7 P.M. on Election Day, Tuesday, Nov. 3, to turn in their ballots. Ballots have 
been mailed to all eligible Arapahoe County voters.  

Arapahoe County has 13 drop-off locations where voters can take their ballots. The drop-off locations are open 
until 7 P.M. on Election Night. A list of drop off locations is available at www.arapahoevotes.com.  

“Turn out has been light so far,” said Arapahoe County Clerk and Recorder Nancy A. Doty. “Typically we get a 
surge of ballots in the last few days before Election Day, so we are expecting things to pick up.”  

As of Wednesday, more than 18,000 ballots had been returned, which represents 7% of the 260,000 ballots sent. 
In the 2007 Consolidated Election, 37% of Arapahoe County voters voted.  

Colorado law allows counties to begin counting ballots 15 days before the election; however, no results are avail-
able until after the polls close at 7 P.M. on Election Day. “We will release initial results as soon as the polls close 
on Election Night,” said Doty. “Results won’t be final at that point because we will still be counting, but voters 
can find continuously updated results on Election Night at www.arapahoevotes.com.”  

Voters who may have lost their ballot may obtain a replacement ballot by calling 303-795-4511. Replacement 
ballot information also is available at www.arapahoevotes.com.  

Because there are no statewide or countywide races or issues on the ballot this year, many voters in Arapahoe 
County who live in unincorporated areas or areas where elections have been canceled will not receive a ballot.  

Voters who have questions about voting in this Election should contact the Elections Division immediately, as all 
changes to voter registration and requests for ballots must be done in person after October 27. Voters may check 
to see if their ballot has been received by the County at www.arapahoevotes.com. For more information, contact
