Emergent Readers Now Available at ALD 
All Arapahoe Library District locations now have Emergent Readers, which are books that are 
specifically designed to help our youngest patrons learn how to read. They feature repetitive 
text, easy-to-read fonts, simple layout, and strong picture support. They are written to reflect 
the way kids talk, supporting efforts to predict words and story lines. They very gradually be-
come more challenging, which promotes success and an important sense of accomplishment in 
beginning readers. 

To help make reading a positive experience, Lori Romero, Children’s Librarian at Arapahoe 
Library District, offers the following tips for using the Emergent Readers: 

· Keep the experience positive and motivating. Encourage conversation about the pictures. Before reading 
the book, take a “picture walk” to help a child discover what the book may be about. 

· Don’t get too focused on the various levels. Allow children to pick out books that interest them, and offer 
extra support as needed on the more difficult reading levels. 

· Practice, “Pause, Prompt and Praise.” When a child is attempting to solve a word independently, pause to 
allow a child to try to figure out the word or sentence on their own. Prompt by offering strategy clues, and 
finally offer plenty of praise for a child’s efforts and successes. 

· Allow children to read the same books over and over. Children become successful readers by practicing 
their reading skills with a high level of success. 

· Ask teachers for their recommendations, and find out what is being used in the classroom. Our Emergent 
Readers are based on a common leveling system, but there are others. Our librarians have a correlation 
chart and may be able to match other reading systems to the Emergent Reader system offered in ALD.
